The presentation 
will address key legal authorities within the ñPandemic and All-Hazards Reauthorization Act of 2013 (PAHPRA)ò and clar-
ify the FDAôs authority to support preparedness efforts and rapid response capabilities. Legal issues related to federal 
and state declarations, licensure requirements, and newly released emergency use packages (e.g., emergency dispens-
ing orders, current good manufacturing practice waivers, and emergency use instructions) s for doxycycline and ciproflox-
acin will be highlighted.  Health Commerce System posting of newly released fact sheets and crushing instructions will 
coincide with the webinar.

The New York State Electronic Syndromic 
Surveillance System (ESSS) monitors near 

real - time health - related data that is  

available before confirmed diagnoses or la-

boratory confirmation to indicate possible 
outbreaks or health events.
